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Jazz Band Information 2012
The Jazz One band was established in 2004 in the hopes to enrich the instrumental program at H.W.R.S.D. Any   H.W.R.S.D. student in the fifth or sixth grade is eligible for the Elementary Jazz Band by audition. Please be advised that there are limited spots available in the group and the following important points should be clearly understood prior to auditioning: 

1. Each student must arrive on time for his or her audition time. Failure to show up on time will forfeit their spot in the ensemble. See Mrs. Villamaino for an audition time. Each audition is approximately 3-5 minutes long.   

2. Auditions: Auditions will take place at Thornton Burgess Middle School on Wednesday, February 1st between the hours or 2:15-5:00. Please see Mrs. Villamaino for a specific audition time. You only need to show up for your audition time (approximately 3-10 minutes). 
Jazz Band rehearsals will take place on WEDNESDAYS at TWB FROM 3:30-4:30. YOU MUST HAVE YOUR OWN TRANSPORTATION. 
1. PLEASE CHECK AND AGREE TO REHEARSAL SCHEDUELS PRIOR TO AUDITIONIG. Students are required to attend all rehearsals and concerts (unless there is an emergency/illness) for these groups in fairness to everyone auditioning. If there is a schedule conflict, please discuss this with Mrs. Villamaino prior to the audition to see if a compromise can be reached. 
3. Students will need to be prepared to audition, meaning they need to have practiced the piece and asked questions about the music ahead of time. 

4. The highest scores will receive spots in the group regardless of grade. Parent disagreements or requests for other students’ scores will be denied. 
5. Students with more than 2 unexcused absences from rehearsals/ performances will no longer be allowed to participate in jazz band.  
6. Most importantly, auditioning, interviewing, or trying out for any sport, job, seat, or spot on a team is part of life. Sometimes you will earn the position, and sometimes you will not. It is important to know that whatever the outcome the most important thing is that you tried your best. If a student auditions and doesn’t make the cut, they may at any time discuss their scores with me. They may also seek out extra help and work towards the next audition. 
7. Finally, please understand that your band directors (at all three levels) work very hard to put these programs together. While we can completely, personally relate to disappointment, we also have only the best intentions for the hundreds of students we teach. 
8. Finally, remember that this process will make you a better player. Each time you perform, practice, and audition you are gaining strength!
